Our paper parcel tape is made from renewable kraft 
paper and can be left on your cardboard carton so 
that when it is recycled, the fibres can be recovered.



Innovative sustainable paper

New revolutionary papers made from a mixture of wood 
fibre and agricultural waste such as sugar cane, grass, 
seaweed or bamboo are available. They have a much 
smaller environmental footprint than traditional paper 
products; using agricultural by-products that would in the 
past have been discarded or turned into the soil or using 
previous ignored resources.

Feel good about using this waste material whilst being  
assured that they can be recycled in the same way as any 
other regular paper.

Recycled Materials

Our cutting-edge materials can be manufactured 
from up to 100% recycled content depending on the 
print and product requirements.

Paper is a managed and renewable, natural  
resource, it can be reused and recycled repeatedly. In 
2022 70.5% of all paper used in Europe was recycled 
equating to around 56m tonnes! We are leading the 
world with each paper fibre being used an average of 
3.5 times!

Digital Print

The introduction of digital printing technologies over 
the last few years has transformed the way in which 
your branding and personalisation can be applied 
onto packaging.

From prototypes to production runs, all types of 
materials can now be accommodated to produce 
beautifully printed packaging without the need for 
expensive tooling.

It is particularly suited to lower volume production or 
multiple artworks where set-up waste on traditional  
machines can be high, digital creates very little waste 
in comparison.

Adhesives

Along with the rest of the packaging industry we use 
water-based PVA glue during manufacturing to finish 
our products. We choose them according to method of 
production to ensure the highest quality whilst 
minimising environmental impact. The adhesives we 
use are compatible with UK paper recycling guidelines.

We acknowledge though that the majority of 
commonly used adhesives are made using fossil oil raw 
materials. It is this reason why we have taken the 
exciting step of developing a bio-based adhesive, 
suitable for box-making that is 100% fossil oil free.

Water-based Varnishing

Gloss or matt lamination is plastic and negatively 
affects the recyclability of the paper it is laminated to. 
We offer sustainable print finishings that have minimal 
impact on recyclability and the biodegrading process. 

Our custom-developed water-based varnish can give 
your packaging a high-quality and durable finish that is 
sustainable.
